1. Wear your PPE at all times

PPE is essential on construction sites.

When you enter a construction site, make sure you have the PPE you need. PPE is important
last line of defense should you come into contact with a hazard (yrposa) on site.

Safety boots give you a better grip and protect your feet. Hard hats are easily replaced - your skull
isn't.

PPE can't protect you if you don't wear it. Wear your hard hat, safety boots and Hi-Viz vest as a
minimum, along with any additional PPE required for the task being carried out.

2. Do not start work without an induction (BBexenue)

Most workers get an induction when they start a new job. In construction, you should get one every
time you start work on a new project.

Each site has its unique hazards and work operations. No two sites are the same. Make sure you
know what is happening so that you can work safely. Inductions are a legal requirement on every
construction sitel you work on.

Your induction is important. It tells you where to sign in, where to go, what to do, and what to avoid

Never work in unsafe areas

Make sure your work area is safe. Know what is happening around you. Be aware.

50% of fatalities in construction were caused by falls from height, 11% by something collapsing

or overturning, and 10% by being struck by a moving vehicle.

Don't work at height without suitable guard rails or other fall prevention. Don't enter unsupported

trenches. Make sure you have safe access. Don't work below crane loads or other dangerous operations.

Check that the area is safe before you enter.

Report defects and near misses
If you notice a problem, don't ignore it, report it to your supervisor immediately. Fill out an

incident report, or simply tell your supervisor.

Use whatever procedure is in place on your site for [reporting health and safety concerns.
Action can only be taken quickly if the management has been made aware of the problem. The

sooner problems are resolved the less chance for an accident to occur.

Concrete Masonry (6eronnasikyiaaka) Construction

In concrete masonry construction, the concrete blocks are pressed on the top of other similar
(momoOuerit) to  brick masonry construction. This creates a staggered formation
(crymenuaToeobOpa3oBanue). The dimension (mapamerpsr) Of concrete blocks is larger compared to
bricks, so less time is required to lay (ykmameiBats) concrete blocks.

Concrete block construction hence is popular as it is affordable (moctynuesiit) and gain high fire
resistance. The concrete masonry blocks come in various sizes, shapes, and special forms thus
making it a versatile (yuuBepcanbhbIit) construction material. It is highly used in the construction of
factories, schools and residential buildings.

Veneer (odammuoBounasi) Masonry Construction

This masonry construction is a type mainly used for remodeling (neperanuposka) and to
provide interior finish. It gives the appearance (sux) of a stone or brick wall with a better economy
and insulation (u3osmst). Veneer masonry units can be placed on the existing concrete wall giving a
better appearance.
